How can April give up her name, her friends, her boyfriend Steve, and everything she's
ever known? April Corrigan feels like her life is over when she learns that her father has
been working undercover for the FBI and the family must relocate under the Federal
Witness Security Program. No one can reach them now... or can they?

Finding Buck McHenry by Alfred Slote

Eleven-year-old Jason, believing the school custodian Mack Henry to be Buck
McHenry, a famous pitcher from the old Negro League, tries to enlist him as a coach for
his Little League team by revealing his identity to the world.

Flight #116 is Down by Caroline B. Cooney

When a 747 jumbo jet crashes in the back of her parents¢, sprawling Connecticut
estate, the quietness of 16-year-old Heidi Landseth¢ s insulated existence is
transformed forever.

Once Jacob Gutgeld lived with his family in a beautiful house in Warsaw, Poland. He
went to school and played hide-and-seek in the woods with his friends.

Lyddie by Katherine Paterson

When Lyddie and her younger brother are hired out as servants to help pay off their
family farm's debts, Lyddie is determined to find a way to reunite her family once again.
Hearing about all the money a girl can make working in the textile mills in Lowell,



Massachusetts, she makes her way there, only to find that her dreams of returning
home may never come true.

The Night the Whole Class Slept Over by Stella Pevsner

Eleven-year-old Dan, whose artist parents have kept him moving around all his life,
fears he will lose the friends he has made at his new school, until the class sleepover
coincides with a bad winter storm.

Randall's Wall by Carol Fenner

It was Randall's sister who first told him about the invisible wall that protected her from
the cruelty of her classmates. By the time Randall is in fifth grade, he's had his own wall
for years. Inside his wall, he doesn't have to think about his abusive father, gone for
several months, or his thin, suffering mother, who never leaves the house -- the house
with no running water for laundry or baths.
